Students will be intfroduced to one of the basic
elements of art shapes by analyzing the types
of shapes used in various works of art to
differentiate between geometric and natural
shapes.

In groups they will then create their own cut
paper collage .

Using Matisse's Beasts of the Sea as their
inspiration, students will create their own colorful
collage:

Also, like Matisse, students, in four groups, using

scissors, students will cut the paper’into different
shapes that remind them of that place.

Then, they will arrange their cut-out shapes on a
large piece of coloured paper.

The teacher encourages students to move the
ieces around, rotate them, and experiment with
ayering.

When they are satisfied with the design, they glue

the shapes in place.
